The last judge in the direct succession was in 1627 at Osten

killed in battle with the soldiers of General Tilly.

8. Johann von Rönne

1629 was “Cousin Johan” judge, in 1649 deposed by the Swedes,

In 1657 to 1658, again installed by the Danes, from 1658-1666 deposed 
by the Swedes again because he “to the enemy clung”

Judge Hinrich’s Descendants

Hinrich von Rönne was judge only a few years in the Osten parish.  In 1627, he courageously stood with his fellow citizens against the royal soldiers of General Tilly;  with it he gave up his life.  His sons Captain Gertt and Heinrich followed:

According to a  marriage settlement of brothers was Heinrich von Rönne  yet co-heir of the paternal estate at Altendorf.  In 1657, he owned 72 acres of land.  Else further there is no report!        See also “This and That”!

Son of Sylvester Hinrich von Rönne, born 1715, died 1790 at Horneburg;  sold his possessions at Altendorf in 1732 and married Anna von Roehnen in 1749,  a daughter of Franz von Roehnen and Marie Margareta Ahlers.

1716 CHRISTIAN WILHELM von RÖNNE

Son of Sylvester Hinrich von Rönne, born on October 1, 1717;  in September 1738 had to acknowledge an illegitimate child.  In 1756, he sold his share of the family estate to Peter and Jacob Schlichting and moved to his oldest brother at Foxstedt.  In December 1766, he wrote a letter to the Schlichting brothers, which one can read in “This and That”.

1720 CLAUS HINRICH von RÖNNE, CAPTAIN

Son of Sylvester Hinrich von Rönne, his baptism witnessed by Lord Captain Burchardt von Brook”, lived from 1720 to 1769, 49 years old.  His wife and widow Rebecka, born 1724, died in 1792 at Osten, 68 years old.  Of their descendants is nothing known.  The most central farm in Altendorf, in 1790, was sold to the Shiff family.

CHRONOLOGICAL NOTATIONS ACCORDING TO THE AGE CLASS OF THE FAMILY HEADS!!

Born circa 1425 OTTO von RÖNNE,  ALTENDORF

Was permitted to write title letter for the security of his wife Mette after his death.  Otto had also agricultural land at Lamstedt.

Born circa 1450 JOHANN von RÖNNE,  LANDOWNER AT ALTENDORF

Son of fore mentioned Otto and his wife Mette and was in the letter of entitlement designated as son and heir.  Otto’s cousin Erich von Rönne was witness.

Born circa 1475 DIEDERICH, CLAUS AND ERICK von RÖNNE, ALTENDORF

Are mentionedd by Mushard in the year 1500 “as being in life”.  According to the “Vörder Register”, it was however, 1500  and earlier!  All 3 men were “established Bremen pages” and born before 1500.

Born circa 1500 DETLEV von RÖNNE, LORD AT GEVERSDORF AND BALJE


(with information out of the genealogical table of councilman Otto Plate)

Adelheid (heiress of Balje)—probably born around 1525—married Hinrich Plate, Lord at Drochtersen and living in 1550.


(Hinrich is a son of Mayor Otto Plate, who died in 1586 at Stade, and “Anna Papen, who also died at Stade)

Becke, sometime between 1530 and 1540 was born.  According to a genealogical table of the family Plate, she was the daughter of “Nikolai von Rönne and Margareta Bremers”, Altendorf and married Friederich Gerl. Sylvester Johann Plate, resident lord at Balje.

Johann Plate in 1586 replaced his deceased brother on the city council at Stade, was mayor in 1593 and died in the year 1605.  And could have been born around 1530.
