1701   NICOLAUS von RÖNNE, MERCHANT, ROTENBURG ON THE WÜMME

In the year 1701 was born the son of merchant Dietrich von Rönne and his wife Catharina Stöver.  When he was 17 years old, his parents died at Osten.  From 1717 he was an apprentice shopkeeper in Hamburg; became merchant; married around 1724 in Rotenburg and died there in the year 1733, 32 years old.  His widow Clara Maria Sophie married in a second wedding Peter Wilhelm Becker and died in 1761.  His son is named below:

1724 DIETRICH von RÖNNE, COMMISSIONER OF MINES AT HANNOVER

Born in the year 1724 in Rotenburg;  parents mentioned above; was married two times:  1st With Anna Elisabeth Haase in Bremen, 1753.  2nd With Amalie Luise Burchardi, daughter of president Burchardi of the committee on commerce in Hannover.

1764 JOHANN von RÖNNE, DOCTOR OF JURISPRUDENCE, CHIEF COUNSEL TO THE  HIGH COURT IN GLÜCKSTADT

Was born in Hannover 1764;  died in 1838 at Altona;  was Hannover’s royal  court assessor and from 1786-1796 corporate counsel in Stade;  took over the management of the Marsh estates Seestermühe and Kolmar; was member of the Holstein government in Glückstadt and was appointed to the royal Danish high court counsel.

1st wedding;  1787 with Philippine Cordemann; she died in the year 1790.

2nd wedding:  1791 with Dorothea Sophie Christine Cordemann; she lived 1767-1848;  both were daughters of Johann Albrecht Cordemann, secretary of Hannover’s commission for health.

1788  WILHELM ALBRECHT von RÖNNE, Imperial Russian General

Son of Johann Georg von Rönne and Philippine Cordemann;  born 1788 at Stade;  marched during the War of Independence in the Russian service;  retired Lieutenant General;  died in the year 1863(75 years of age and unmarried) highly decorated at Bonn

To #2  1790  DIETRICH GEORG LUDOPH von RÖNNE, Student in Götingen

Son of Johann Georg von Rönne and Philippine Cordeman; born at Stade 1798; studied law;  was in the Schill’schen freedom corps and officer in an Austrian Regiment;  died in the year 1813 after a duel in Göttingen.  He was unmarried and only 23 years old.

To #3  1798  FRIEDRICH von RÖNNE,  Prussian Envoy and 1st president of the office of trade
Son of Johann George von Rönne and Dorothea Cordemann; born 1798 at Seestermühe by Glückstadt;  fought as cadet of the German-English Legion in the battle of Waterloo;  studied law and entered the Russian judicial service in 1820. (See This and That).  1823 married a daughter of the medical commissioner Augustin in Potsdam and died 1865 in Berlin.  He had the following children.

To #6  1802 CARL GEORG AUGUST von RÖNNE, Imperial Russian Captain

Son of Johann Georg von Rönne and Dorothea Cordemann; born in 1802 at Seestermühle by Glückstadt;  was Danish marine cadet and marched in the Russian service;  he became Captain of the Russian Guard and died 1831 in Poland from cholera.

To #7  LUDWIG MORITZ PETER von RÖNNE, Doctor of Jurisprudence

Son of Johann Georg von Rönne and Dorothea Cordemann; was born 1804 at Seestermühle by Glückstadt and from 1820 studied law in Bonn and Berlin; became Prussian judge; was after his retirement 1858 to 1878 a member of the parliament and wrote (partly with Friedrich) several books, such as “The Constitutional Law of the Prussian Monarchy”, etc.

In the year 1828 he had married with Ottilie Kuhlmeyer (1806-1891).  Their marriage lasted a full 63 years.  Ludwig died in 1891, at 87 years old, in Berlin, where in the district of Charlottenburg, a street carries his name.  (See This and That).

To #1 1829   OTTO von RÖNNE, Royal Prussian undercover agent of mine counsel

Son of Ludwig Moritz Peter von Rönne and Ottilie Kuhlmeyer; was born 1829 at Münsterberg in Schlesien; and was married with Helene Richter.  Otto lived yet in 1893 and had three children:

To #3  1832  ANNA CLARA von RÖNNE

Daughter of Ludwig Moritz Peter von Rönne and Ottilie Kuhlmeyer; born in 1832 at Hirschberg in Schlesien;  married with honor the manorial estate owner Martin Elsner of Gronow at Kalinowitz (Kreis Gross-Strehlitz), where this man died.  Clara died in 1893, almost 61 years old in Berlin, Gross-Lichterfelde,  where according to documentation her brother Otto von Rönne lays.

An interesting episode in Clara’s life was thought to be the acquaintance with  the famous fairy tale collections (collectors?); the Brothers Grimm.  These were around 1843 in the Senne-Street (Berlin Zoo) the neighbors of her parents.  Wilhelm Grimm wrote a dedication to her in the fairy tale book.  (See This and That!)

1876 WILHELM HUGO OTTO von RÖNNE, Königsberg, East Prussia

Son of Hugo von Rönne and Adele Elisabeth von Glückburg;  was born in 1876 at Gross-Strelitz;  advanced to the rank of Royal Prussian Major and Regiment Counsel; and married himelf in the year 1911 with Erna Elisabeth von de Gröben at Königsberg;  he died in 1961 at Vollinghausen (Möhnsee), at 85 years of age.
